We love our church.  It was built with great love and 
sacrifice, over 60 years ago.  It has served us well.  We 
will embark on a project to renovate, refurbish, and 
update our church.  It is like a family moving into a 
different home, or a couple downsizing selling a home to 
move into an apartment.  It brings up many feelings, the 
memories of both joyful and painful.  We will ritualize 
our gratitude, and ritualize our grief in a special prayer 
service.  We will gather at the Our Lady of Guadalupe 
Shrine at 7:00.  At each important part of the church: the 
main entrance, the confessional, the baptismal font, the 
main aisle, the communion rail, the pews,  the tabernacle, 
the pulpit, the altar we will listen to Scripture and pray.  
We will celebrate Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament at 
the high altar.  All are welcome. 



      
     The Renovation of our Church 
 

We launched a formal Capital Campaign Bringing our Past 

into the Future in the early fall 2009.  We asked for serious 

pledges from all the members of the parish.  We have charted 

those who have used the monthly Building fund collection 

envelopes, and will soon give you individually a report on 

how much you have already contributed to this project.  We 

urge all to use the monthly envelopes so that your donations 

can be recorded. On April 28
th

 2010 we received permission 

from Bishop Malooly and the Vicar General of the Diocese, 

Monsignor Cini to do this long awaited project.  The project 

went out for bids.  We received four serious bids from 

reputable companies.  We have chosen the lowest bidder, the 

Commonwealth Construction Company.  They estimate that 

the project will take 120 days, or four months.  They want to 

begin in the beginning of August.  

 

What will be done? 

The floor of the sanctuary will be raised six inches.  The 

sanctuary will be extended in the center by three feet. There 

will be extensive marble work using the existing beautiful 

marble. 

 

The center piece of the high altar will become the throne for 

the tabernacle which will be returned to the center of the 

church. The Eucharist is reserved here, to bring communion to 

the sick, for adoration and for private prayer.     

 

From the marble that is cut from the high altar and from the 

marble of the communion rail, a magnificent altar of sacrifice 

and a pulpit will be fashioned.  It is the sacred table around 

which our parish community gathers.  There we follow Jesus 

command to, “Do this in Memory of me.”  It is the central 

focus of all the furnishings of the sanctuary. The Eucharist is 

the center, the source and summit of our lives as Catholics. 

 

The original baptismal font, that is now hidden in the vestibule 

of the parish hall will be restored and returned to a place of 

honor towards the front of the church.   

 

New lighting will be installed.  A new sound system will be 

installed.  The back screen will be replaced.  It is presently a 

plaster wall.  It will be a warmly stained wood. The crucifix 

on the side wall of the sanctuary will soar in the center of 

sanctuary, over the high altar, held by strong thin cables.  

The church will be painted, the carpets replaced.  New 

wainscoting will be installed. 

 

We realize that the present pews need a great deal of work to 

fix the cracks, the warping, and replacing the heavy kneelers.  

Our preference is to refurbish our pews, because they are solid 

oak.  We have accepted the bid of the Fredrick and Emily 

Church Pew Company to refinish and restore the beauty of our 

existing pews.  The first three pews on each side will be 

shortened and indented, in order to allow space in the 

front for funerals and weddings and better flow for the 

reception of Communion.   The pews near all the side 

doors will be shortened a little bit, to allow better access to 

and exiting from the church.

The chairs in the front of these images are 

replaced by the indented pews. 

 

I ask you who have not pledged yet, to prayerfully consider at 

what level you might be able to sacrifice.  This is our home.  I 

ask you to dream.  May our dream become a reality soon, with 

God’s and your help.

FIFTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading: Deuteronomy 30:10-14 

Moses petitions the people to follow the commandments God 
has set before them. He reminds them that the laws are not in 
the sky or far away at sea, but are accessible to them and 
meant to be followed if they wish to prosper. 
 
Second Reading: Colossians 1:15-20

Recently over 250 letters were sent to members of our parish 

by Bishop Francis Malooly, our shepherd.  He asked you to be 

part of the 2010 Annual Catholic Appeal.  He pointed out the 

works of Mercy that this diocesan collection is able to do 

because of the great generosity of the good people of the 

diocese.

I cannot know if this important cause has been 

lost in the noise and busyness of our daily lives.  I ask that 

each make a decision.  

 
The Bishop said in his letter, that Church needs your 

generosity so that we can do the work of Christ, in this 

diocese. All that we have is pure gift from God.  May we 

return a portion of those many gifts to God, for the well being 

of his children.  May your gift, your word in a solemn pledge 

come from the nobility of your soul.   

 

Ultimately it is not about the bishop.  It is about you and God.  

Scripture tells us, òGo into your room and close your 

door and pray to your Father in secret; and your 
Father who sees in secret will repay you.ó 
Our parish target goal continues to be $55,400.00.  As of 

today we have pledged $48,815.00 or only 88% of our 

target goal.
