The Renovation of our Church 
 

 We launched a formal Capital Campaign Bringing 

our Past into the Future in the early fall 2009.  We 

asked for serious pledges from all the members of 

the parish.  We have charted those who have used 

the monthly Building fund collection envelopes, 

and will soon give you individually a report on how 

much you have already contributed to this project.  

We urge all to use the monthly envelopes so that 

your donations can be recorded. On April 28
th

   we 

received permission from Bishop Malooly and the 

Vicar General of the diocese, Monsignor Cini to do 

this long awaited project.  The project went out for 

bids.  We received four serious bids from reputable 

companies.  We have chosen the lowest bidder, the 

Commonwealth Construction Company.  They 

estimate that the project will take 120 days, or four 

months.  They want to begin in the beginning of 

August.  

What will be done? 
   The floor of the sanctuary will be raised six 

inches.  The sanctuary will be extended in the center 

by three feet. There will be extensive marble work 

using the existing beautiful marble. 

 

  The center piece of the high altar will become the 

throne for the tabernacle, which will be returned 

to the center of the church. The Eucharist is 

reserved here, to bring communion to the sick, for 

adoration and for private prayer.     

 

  From the marble that is cut from the high altar and 

from the marble of the communion rail, a 

magnificent altar of sacrifice and a pulpit will be 

fashioned.  It is the sacred table around which our 

parish community gathers.  There we follow Jesus 

command: ñDo this in Memory of me.ò  It is the 

central focus of all the furnishings of the sanctuary. 

The Eucharist is the center, the source, and summit 

of our lives as Catholics. 

 

The original baptismal font, that is now hidden in 

the vestibule of the parish hall will be restored and 

returned to a place of honor towards the front of the 

church.   

New lighting will be installed.  A new sound 

system will be installed.  The back screen will be 

replaced.  (It is presently a plaster wall.)  It will be 

a warmly stained wood. The crucifix on the side 

wall of the sanctuary will soar in the center of 

sanctuary, over the high altar, held by strong 

thin cables.  The church will be painted and the 

carpets replaced.  New wainscoting will be 

installed. 

 

  We realize that the present pews need a great deal 

of work to fix the cracks and the warping. The 

heavy kneelers will be replaced.  Our preference is 

to refurbish our pews, because they are solid oak.  

We have accepted the bid of the Fredrick and Emily 

Church Pew Company to refinish and restore the 

beauty of our existing pews.  The first three pews 

on each side will be shortened and indented, in 

order to allow space in the front for funerals and 

weddings and for better flow during 

Communion.   The pews near all the side doors 

will be shortened a little bit, to allow better 

access to and from the church.

I ask you who have not pledged yet, to  

prayerfully consider at what level you might 

be able to sacrifice.  This is our home.  I ask 

you to dream.  May our dream become a 

reality soon, with Godôs help and yours.

Copiosa Apud Eum Redemptio 
(With Him is Plentiful Redemption) 

 
This is the translation of the motto of the 

Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer 

(CSSR) to which all of the priests who have 

worked in our parish since the early 1970 

belong.  Today, the third Sunday in July is the 

Feast of the Most Holy Redeemer. 

 
We are told as p astors to never open anonymous 

letters or e -mails.  Often they are òletter bombsó 

from disgruntled people, telling us all the terrible 

things we are doing.  The problem is that we are 

curious to know what people really think about us.  It 

is like a scab th at you know you shouldnõt pick at , but 

you do.  I got an anonymous letter from òA 

Parishioner of Our Lady of Lourdes.ó I opened it, and 

I am so glad I did!  In it was a very honest answer to 

the survey about the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  I 

have great resp ect for the person who wrote it.  I 

want to answer the letter.  I will respect that 

parishionerõs concerns and shield the few general 

details that were written about in the letter.  I quote 

from one part of the parishionerõs letter 

 

òAll I can hope is that God puts our lives on a scale and 
says the good totally outweighs the bad and lets it go at 
that.  If you cannot get to heaven because of mistakes, it 
will be a very empty place.  Donõt you agree?ó 
 

The parishioner, with great thoughtfulness answered 

the survey.  I heard pain.  The parishioner answered 

with an honesty that is at the essence of what the 

Sacrament is all about.  The parishioner was in a 

situation that the Church might not approve of.  Yet 

that parishioner continues to come to our parish.  I 

am grateful that you are here!  I would like to open 

up my heart to you as honestly as you did in your 

letter.  

 

I believe in a God of Love  

I believe in a God who loved us so much to sent Jesus 

to save us. 

I believe in John 3:16, òFor God so loved the world 

that He sent his only Son into the world so that none 

should perish, but al might have eternal life.ó 

I believe Our Savior Jesus is not repulsed by our 

sinful nature.  

I believe that sin hurts us, much more than hurting or 

offending God.  

I believe in Our M ost Holy Redeemerõs plentiful 

redemption.  

I believe that Jesus is able to see sin, our sin in the 

context of our lives.  

I believe that sin, very often flows from wounds, 

wounds that all of us carry.  

I know when I hear peopleõs story of sin, I love them 

even more.  I think God is the same way.  

The root of the word sin is òTo miss the mark, to fall 

shortó  

I believe the ones who loved Jesus the most were 

those who had the greatest need: The woman at the 

well, Mary Magdalene, Zaccheus, Matthew, the good 

thief,  the woman caught in adultery and Peter.  

I believe He saw them as they were, before life, 

wounds, hurts, wrong turns and sins had battered 

them.  

 I believe He sees sin in us with the soft eyes of love 

and understanding.  

I believe redemption is the restoring of our dignity 

as a precious child of God.  

I believe that we are judged, and with Compassion 

and Mercy.  

I believe the words of a beautiful song, òThereõs 

wideness in Godõs mercy, like the wideness of the 

sea.ó 

I believe that the final judgment i s on the way we 

treat others, òI was hungry and you fed me, I was 

thirsty, naked, sick, imprisoned and you visited me.ó 

I believe in rules, norms and commandments.  They 

save us from chaos, and from hurts.  

I believe that rules are objective, but that God s ees 

the heart.  

I believe this is the only kind of Savior worth giving 

my life for.  

I believe that the Church and our parish is more like 

a hospital than the Hall of Fame.  

I believe my friend that you are a beloved child of 

God, redeemed by the blood of Je sus.  I believe that 

God can never stop loving you.

I ask you to believe that.
