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The 2010 Annual Catholic Appeal

Forty-one of the 58 parishes in the diocese have reached
or surpassed their target goals. Our parish continues to
lag behind. Our parish target goal remained the same
from last year: $55,400. To date our parish has pledged
$50,325. 1 would like to thank the folks who responded
to the bishop’s letter and my bulletin reminders. We are
now at 90.8% of our target goal. This is up from 88% a
few weeks ago. We are going in the right direction but
we need many more to join in this important diocesan-
wide effort.

I have asked us to make this offering as a tangible way
to show our gratitude to God. | have asked us to mediate
on the clear message of Jesus contained in the Gospels,
notably Matthew 25 “I was hungry and you fed me.”

I have asked those who have not chosen to be part of this
common project to reflect on “why not?” | have asked
for deep honesty. Do your reasons hold up when you
bring them face to face with God in the holy place of
your conscience?

| have tried humor.

I have appealed to parish pride, even naming the
surrounding parishes that have all gone over their target
goal.

I have appealed to you using the example of Fr. Joe
Hurley’s generosity handing over his Christmas gift
money to the Capital Campaign.

I will tell you that Father George and I, as a
Redemptorists community, have given with the same
spirit of sacrifice and generosity that I’'m calling us to. I
am not asking you to do anything that we have not done.
I am asking that you, as we did to make a decision to be
part of this very important work.

When a parish meets its goal, 100% of the money
that is over the target goal comes back to the parish.
In my previous years five years as pastor, it has been
wonderful to get back that money in early February.
Last year we got back about $3,600.00. It came in the
month of February where we had two blizzards on two
straight weekends. Our parish never totally
recovered the lost revenues, and we also had the

added expenses of plowing and shoveling. The money
was a huge help.

When a parish does not meet its target goal, the diocese
asks us to make it up by the ordinary income of the
parish (i.e. the collections.)

I continue to appeal to your goodness.

Parish Mission:
November 27-December 2™ 2010

A parish mission is a special time of grace for a parish. We have had
a parish mission 4 years ago with Frs. John McGowan and Pat
Woods. Two years ago, Fr. Paul Bryan came with Sister Mary to
help us grow in our faith. This year Father Pete Schavitz, a
Redemptorist priest originally from Chicago will be our guest
preacher.

For our last mission we called it ‘a Catholic revival.” Our area of
Delaware is a stronghold of the Methodist Faith. John Wesley was
the founder of Methodism in England. The Methodists grew out of
the established Church of England (Anglican) called the Episcopal
Church in the United States. Methodism was known for its exuberant
faith, and extraordinary preaching. Charles Wesley wrote hundreds
of very sing-able hymns that are the bedrock of their worship even to
this day.

In the United States, Methodism found a welcome home on the
Delmarva Peninsula. They had itinerant preachers who would
energize with Pentecostal joy and zeal, the people who flocked to
listen to them. Bishop Asbury was one of the most well-known.
Methodists were known for their summer camp revivals. The towns
of Rehoboth Beach and Ocean Grove in New Jersey were places
where people gathered for prayer, teaching, fun, and friendship.

Saint Alphonsus Liguori, living in southern Italy was a contemporary
of John Wesley. He, too, in a Catholic culture saw the need for
inspired preaching in a focused, specific way. Saint Alphonsus and
his followers were known as extraordinary preachers of God’s Word,
who would bring the powerful love of God into the lives of rural
communities. They did this with very sing-able songs, dramatic use
of symbols, though the power of the Eucharist, and the Sacrament of
Penance, and through the tender love of the Blessed Mother of Jesus.

We are in great need of a revival of our faith life. Our faith life has
grown cold, in the busy-ness of life. We have fallen into sin. We
have listened to other voices, not the voice of God. We have let
gadgets become our false gods. We do this at great peril to our souls.
We need a “revival,” A mission is a Catholic revival. It is like an
outpatient retreat. Rather than go to a special peaceful retreat house
or monastery we stay at home but make sacrifices to grow in our
