The Renovation of the Church 
 

Renovate; verb: 1)   to renew, to update, and to rebuild, to restore 

to good condition, to make new or as new.  2)   To reinvigorate, 

refresh, revive. 

Church; noun: 1) a building for public worship. 2) A body or 

organization of religious beliefs; the whole body of Christians.  

I would like to reflect with you on the twofold renovation of our 

church that will be happening in the next few months.   

 

On June 14
th
 we received the bids for the project to renovate the 

church.  With this project we hope to renew, update, restore to 

good condition, and to make as new our sixty year old church 

building. 

 On June 15
th
 we received the visit of Father Peter Schavitz, a 

Redemptorist priest who will preach a parish mission here from 

November 27
th
 to December 2

nd
.  A Mission is an extraordinary 

week of grace focused on a particular parish whose purpose is to 

renovate the Church (community) to reinvigorate, refresh, and 

revive the life of our parish community with the power of God’s 

grace.  The best renovation prayer is the prayer to the Holy Spirit 
 

 

Come Holy Spirit,  
Fill the hearts of your faithful.  

Enkindle in us  
The fire of Your love!  

 
As Father Pete spoke to those who attended the “pre mission” 

meeting, he inspired us to be messengers of the Good News of 

Jesus.  It struck me that he was speaking about the renovation of 

our Church, not the church building, but the Church community, 

the living temple, the body of Christ, the people of God who live 

within the confines of our vast 600 square mile parish.  Both these 

“church renovation” projects will occupy the next six months of 

our parish life. 

 

Let me share some of the important insights that Father Pete 

shared with us.  Some statistics.  In the United States only about 

25% of Catholics go to Mass every Sunday.  He asked how many 

people attend Mass here on an average weekend.  I told him about 

900 at all the Masses combined.  He said, 50% of those who 

identify themselves as Catholics, come to Mass “occasionally”  

once or twice a month, once or twice a year at Christmas and 

Easter, for funerals, weddings.  They want their children to “make 

First Communion and Confirmation.”  They bring them there to 

Sunday school fairly faithfully, but then do not stay for Mass. 

 

He said, “In your parish that would be about 1,800 people.”   

There is our huge target group, 1,800 Catholics in our area who 

still have some connection, however tenuous, with the parish. 

He said something that many parents of adult children who have 

abandoned the practice of the faith they were taught as children 

know so well,  “Family will not be the ones who bring them back 

to the church; friends are more effective in bringing their friends 

to church.” 

 

Who are your friends who live in our parish who were born or 

raised Catholic but are not with us?  Can we all begin to name 

them to begin to pray for them, and can we be the ones who 

personally bring them to the parish mission?  We are going to 

pray for them for these next six months, fervently and faithfully.  

We, all of us, not just the priests, the staff, those involved in 

ministries, all of us are called to bring our friends to Jesus, and to 

be with us at God’s table. 

 

Who are they? Write their names on a paper and tuck them into 

your prayers at Mass, in the car, your grace before meals.  We 

will be asking for their e mail addresses soon to be able to put 

them to contact them by e-mail, by “snail mail” and by phone.   

 
There is no one profile of the lapsed or fallen away Catholic.  

They all have a story, and differing life situations: 

They are very busy people, perhaps too busy. They are so 

involved in their childrenôs sports and other activities that they 

do not have time. Sunday is catching up day with shopping, 

laundry etc. 

They fell into laziness when they went to college and it has become

They are people who have had abortions and feel like they could 
never come back. 
They are people who loved the Church and have been hurt by her 
sinfulness.  Have no doubt that the clergy sex scandal has hurt 
deeply the faith life of good people.

(Weddings are sacred moments, the celebration of a sacrament and 
should be celebrated in a sacred place.  Beaches and vineyards and 
cruise ships are beautiful places for receptions but not the place for 
the important commitment of marriage.  It is easier to make the

There are 1,800 stories, each unique, each important.  WWJD?  
What would Jesus do?  How would he approach them?  The first 
most important thing to believe that: 
 

They are not they; 
They are our brothers and sisters. 

They + us = we 
 We (all of us) are Church 

 
Father George Blasick will be the point man on this Mission.  We will 
need to set up a number of committees: Publicity, Phone Ministry. 
Child care, Hospitality, Art.  We will need altar servers, lectors, the 
choir, and cantors all to work together.  Fr. Schavitz has given out 
the booklet that will guide these ministries.  He has made it very 
easy for us.  This is the renovation: the invigorating, refreshing 
reviving of our parish community. 



 
A Story about Saint Francis of Assisi 

 
He was a rich party boy.  His father was a wealthy cloth merchant.  
His mother was French, and was very pious.  The city of Perugia and 
Assisi went to battle with each other.  All the wealthy young men of 
each town were fitted as knights, with armor, swords, and horses.  
They went off as if to a game.  But wars are not games.  Francis was 
wounded.  He recovered in a home in Perugia until his father had to 
pay a hefty ransom for him.  During his recovery he had an 
experience of the love of God.  It was powerful and life changing.  He 
returned home and to the terrible shame of his wealthy father, he 
began to dress like a beggar, and spend time in prayer, and talking 
about Jesus.

Outside the town was a small chapel of San Damiano was in ruins.    
He started to collect stones, and began to rebuild the church.  His 
joyful spirit, while he worked attracted others to him.  They too gave 
up the pursuit of riches and fun to follow Christ in poverty and joy. 
 
When the chapel was finƛǎƘŜŘΣ ƘŜ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ƪƴƻǿ ǿƘŀǘ ǘƻ Řƻ ƴŜȄǘΣ ǎƻ 
he walked with his little band of beggars to Rome to ask the Pope.   
The Pope had had a dream of a young man who would renew the 
Church by the living of the gospel. The Pope recognized Francis as 
the young man of hƛǎ ŘǊŜŀƳΦ  ¢ƘŜ tƻǇŜ ǳƴŘŜǊǎǘƻƻŘ ǘƘŀǘ άwŜōǳƛƭŘ Ƴȅ 
/ƘǳǊŎƘέ ǿŜƴǘ ōŜȅƻƴŘ ǘƘŜ ǊŜōǳƛƭŘƛƴƎ ƻŦ ŀ ŎƘŀǇŜƭΣ ōǳǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŜƴǘƛǊŜ 
Church.  It was a time of great corruption in the Church.  Francis was 
instrumental in bringing the ordinary simple people into an 
experience of the love of Christ. 
 

Two Projects of Church (community and building) Renovation 
 

The Mission is the Spiritual reinvigorating, and renewal of our parish. 
Without the constant care of our inner life any rebuilding project 
does not make sense. But the renovation of our church building can 
be a symbol of our inner renewal. 

 
We received bids from four respectable companies.  We have 
chosen Commonwealth Contractors.  They had the lowest bid.  The 
bids were all in the same relative range.  They bid on the core 
project and 10 alternatives.  It looks like we will be able to do almost 
all the work we hoped for with the resources we have and the 
continuing generosity of our parishioners.    
 
These include:  

 
The raising the level of the sanctuary six inches.  The floor will be 
tile. 
The expanding the sanctuary by about 3 feet into the body of the 
church. 
The reconfiguring of the high altar and the communion rail, to make 
a throne for the tabernacle in the center of the sanctuary.  The altar 
of sacrifice and the pulpit will be made from the same marble, 
reusing almost all of what has been cut. 
The original baptismal font, now in the vestibule of the parish hall 
will be restored and will be placed in the front of the church, on the 
Saint Joseph side of the church.   
The communion rail will be pared down to be two keeling places in 
ŦǊƻƴǘ ƻŦ hǳǊ [ŀŘȅ ƻŦ [ƻǳǊŘŜǎ ŀƭǘŀǊ ŀƴŘ {ŀƛƴǘ WƻǎŜǇƘΩǎ ŀƭǘŀǊΦ 
The sanctuary will be painted.  There will be new lighting. 
The body of the church will be painted 
The floors will be revarnished, and recarpeted. 

The crucifix on the side altar will be restored and placed over the 
altar of sacrifice occupying an extremely prominent place. 
Saint Patrick and Saint Anthony statues will be placed on wall 
pedestals on the side walls. 
The space that the statues are now in will be occupied by the 
Lectionary, the Word of God, and the Blessed Oils for the 
Sacraments. 
The wall of the sanctuary will be a magnificent oak finishes in a light 
honey stain, very similar to the doors on the side of the church. 
 

In addition we will be able to: 
 
Refurbish the existing pews, repairing the cracks, strengthening 
them.  Kneelers will be lighter.  Pews will be spaced further apart 29 
inches instead of the 24 inches they are now. 
There will be no chairs in the front of the church.  The pews will be 
set so that there is a wide space in the front, for better mobility 
during funerals, and the distribution of communion. 
The present light fixtures in the church will be reworked and 
restored with better and more energy efficient lighting. 
The Stations of the Cross will be lit by small spot lights, like a 
museum. 
The entrances to the church will be recarpeted and in some cases 
non slip tiles placed on the flooring. 
A new sound system will be installed. 
The wainscoting on the side walls will be totally new.  The electric 
sockets will be set into the wall.  
 

We chose not to do the following: 
Build risers in the choir loft.  There is the strong belief that we could 
do this with volunteer help much more cheaply and as well. 
 
All this is possible because so many of you have sacrificed so 
generously.  We trust that those who have made pledges will 
continue to pay them faithfully.  We are truly hoping that others 
who have held off pledging will make a pledge, or give generously 
in the monthly building collection. 
 

Additional Projects 
The maintenance committee of the parish has expressed concern 
about a few major projects that will have to be tackled in the next 
few years.  They include:  
New air conditioning for the church. 
New air conditioning for the parish hall. 
Fixing the parking lot. 
 
The air conditioning unit of the hall is going on 25 years old.  The 
church air conditioning unit is going on 20 years.  That is getting to 
the end of the useful life of air conditioning units, (like having 
200,000 miles on a car).  In the closets in the choir loft are two large 
blowers.  The pans below them are rusting.  It is an accident ready to 
happen.  To repair the pans will cost approximately $8,000. Is it 
worth repairing something that is coming to the end of its useful 
life?  A preliminary figure for a whole new air conditioning system 
would be in the neighborhood of $30,000. 
 
It would be ideal if we could also change the air conditioning 
system, while we are upgrading the rest of the church.  A newer 
system would be more energy efficient.  This project came to our 
attention only very recently.  At the moment, we are not 
economically prepared to do it.   
 



I again appeal to those who have not actively been giving to our 
renovation project to join with the rest of us, in this care of our 
home.  
 
We will enter into contract with the contractors soon.  About the 
middle of July they should begin the project.  We are committed to 
moving all (except the pews) out of the church so that they can 
begin.  Estimates about the time we will be away from our church, 
using the parish hall for Masses, is about 4 months.

I believe 

that in a few months when we are able to move into our church again 

we will feel a great sense of pride at what we were able to do 

together.  

To all who gave so generously to help the Church’s work in Nigeria.  

Your outpouring of generosity was inspiring.  $4,035 was collected.  

You are amazing!
